TREASURER’S REPORT 
 

I have pleasure in reporting to the members the Annual Accounts of the Hills District 
Bowling Club Limited for the financial year ended 31 May 2010, comprising  
Balance Sheet, Income Statement, Cash Flow Statement. 
 
All Accounts in the report are net of GST except where the amount of GST is not  
recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office.  The accounts have been prepared 
by the club and have been audited by the Club’s auditors Bishop Collins. 
 
The result for the year was a loss of $38,270 (2009:$43,879 Profit).  However before 
depreciation of $279,544 (2009:$263,484) there was a cash profit of $241,274 
(2009:$307,363). 
 
Revenue increased by $73,400 mainly due to bar and poker machine takings. 
 
Expenses increased by $154,360—Main items as follows:- 
 Cleaning $6,692, Employee Benefits $67,228, Insurance $4,988, Repairs & 
 Maintenance $23,556 and Electricity / Gas $10,794. 
 
As our President said, it has not been an easy year, but with poker machine  
upgrading bringing results, Carl settling in, and our new restaurant going well, 
things are looking up.  The club is in a sound cash position and debt free at this point 
of time.  We have paid $275,230 for plant and equipment within our cash flow.  With 
the changes made, I believe there are good times ahead. 
 
 
Donations made, some of which were to meet our poker machine community  
development support expenditure scheme requirement, include:- 
 Legacy $5,000, HDBC Social Goff Club $5,000, Hills Barbarians Cricket 

Club $5,236, Hills Basketball Association $5,000, Oxfam Australia $200, St 
Mathews Pre School Kindergarten $2,000, Baulkham Hills Volleyball $1,000 
and Careflight $200. 

 
I thank Michelle and all the staff for their assistance during the year.  Carl has only 
been with us since April but I look forward to working with him in the year ahead. 
 
To you, the members of this fine club, thank you for your support and patronage of 
Your club.
