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President’s Report 
 
It’s always a pleasure to be able to carry good news.  The past year has been a good one for “The 
Hills”, and the heartache associated with the actions your Board took in 2009/2010 has paid off.  
The condition of the club and our profit for the year is a reflection of this. 
 
Over the past year the revised floor plan and refurbishment of our club has made a big difference.  
It’s now a nice place to be for members and guests; the increased patronage and membership base 
reflecting this.  There remain a few things to complete in this update program such as honour 
boards for the Bowler’s achievements and a playroom for member’s children.  A revamp of the 
club exterior will also be done as the months get a little warmer. 
 
The 75th anniversary celebrations gave us the chance to showcase the new club interior as well as 
letting the community know we are there to provide a safe and comfortable venue for their  
enjoyment.  Although the weather was not too kind to us, the exercise was successful in  
advertising the club and the anniversary dinner, magnificently catered for by Novak’s  
“Oasis Brassiere”, was attended by the President of Bowls NSW, resulting in a favourable report 
in his column in the July issue of the Bowls NSW magazine. 
 
As reported last year our gaming floor had been neglected for some years.  We have made some 
considerable changes to our machines this past year and the increase in revenue has shown that it 
was the right move.  Gaming continues to be the main revenue raiser for the club and the Board is 
well aware of the effect that legislation, when and in what degree it is passed, can potentially have 
on this source of revenue. Meanwhile gamers can be assured that we will continue to update our 
machines and environment. 
 
On the bowls front we have had a good year; but not a great one.  We participated well in Premier 
League considering the expenditure, and will do it again in the 2012 Bowls year.  Our pennants 
teams, and our selectors, are to be congratulated for getting to the final stages of the competition.  
Bowls Secretary Tim Cunningham has also been innovative in providing an interesting and varied 
bowls program since he took over from Chris Wallace.  Let’s hope Tim is with us for some time. 
 
So that’s our success for this year.  The future for the club is good, but there are some hard  
decisions to be taken in the not too distant future to reduce our dependence on gaming.  Our short 
term solutions with increased functions, barefoot bowls etc are helping, but it is important that the 
massaging of the long term solution continue, always ensuring we retain our small club  
atmosphere and Bowls heritage. 
 
I thank you, on behalf of the Board, for your support through the past year.  I also thank, on your 
behalf, the management and staff who worked so effectively upfront and behind the scenes to  
provide us all with such good service.  In Carl Riley we have a Secretary Manager who is  
dedicated to making ours a great club for bowling and socialising well into the future, so please 
give him your total support.

Secretary Managers Report 
 

On behalf of the board of Directors, I’m pleased to provide you with the financial report of The 
Hills District Bowling Club Limited for year ended 31st May 2011.  The club this year has seen 
the completion of the interior renovation and redesigned layout of club facilities. Through this 
transformational change, I am excited to advise that we have posted a net profit of $103,000, 
which is a  turnaround of $140,000. 
 
Over the past year we have increased entertainment and promotions and had some very  
successful events, Melbourne Cup luncheon and the 75 year birthday celebrations to name a  
couple.  With even greater success will come a greater return for our members, but there is some  
uncertainty on the horizon with the possible implementation of the federal government’s  
mandatory pre commitment system for poker machines.  The roll out of such a system would 
mean severe and drastic changes to our club in order for it to survive. 
 
With common sense prevailing regarding the new poker machine laws the clubs future looks 
bright.  I plan to ensure The Hills Club has a strong financial future and strive to make The Hills 
Club the preferred social and lawn bowls venue in the Hills District.  Future plans include an  
upgrade to the exterior of the club, continued support of lawn bowls and community events and a 
more member focused promotional calendar. 
 
Finally I’m trying to create a business model that will see the club continue to prosper well into 
the future.  What has been achieved and what will be achieved would not be possible without the 
support of the board of directors, management and staff.  I would also like to give special  
mention to the Administration Manager, Michelle who has contributed greatly to the success of 
the club and last but certainly most important, you, the members who have made The Hills Club 
what it is today.

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TREASURER’S REPORT 

 
I have pleasure in reporting to the members the Annual Accounts of the Hills District Bowling Club  
Limited for the financial year ended 31 May 2011, comprising Statement of Comprehensive Income,  
Statement of Financial Position,  Statement of Changes in Equity,  Statement of  Cash Flows. 
 
All accounts in the report are net of GST except where the amount of GST is not recoverable from the 
Australian Taxation Office. The accounts have been prepared by the club and have been audited by the 
Club’s auditors Bishop Collins. 
 
The result for the year was a profit of $103,729  (2009 : $38,270 Loss) a $141,999 turnaround.. However 
before Depreciation of  $298,579 (2009 : $279,544) there was a Cash Profit of  $402,307  
(2009 : $241,274) 
 
Revenue increased by $282,643 mainly due to Bar , Poker Machine and Keno operations. 
 
Expenses Increased by $174,805 – main Items are as follows:- 
Cleaning   $10,196, Entertainment and Promotions $141,983, Poker Machine Duty $54,584.  Savings 
were made in Employee Benefits Expense$49,623, Repairs and  
Maintenance $33,939. 
 
It has been a good year brought about by hard work with the Club Renovations and continued  
Poker Machine upgrade program. Carl’s expertise showing through in these areas. And with our  
Restaurant going well, things are looking up. With the changes made, I believe there are more good times 
ahead. 
 
The Club is in a sound cash position. We have paid $633,382 for Building Renovation, plant and  
equipment within our cash flow plus  borrowings of $200,000 which , I expect to be repaid in the first 
half of  this financial year.  The new financial year has started well. 
 
Donations made, some of which were to meet our Poker Machine Community Development Support  
Expenditure Scheme requirements ,include the following:- 
Legacy $ 3,876 ,  HDBC Social Golf Club $5,000,  Hills Barbarians Cricket Club $5,000,   
Hills Basketball  Association $3,000, Inala School $2,257, Jasper Road Public School $5,000,  
The Hills Physical Disabilities $1,355.   
 
I thank Carl and Michelle for a job well done and all the staff for their assistance during the year.  
 
To you, the members of this fine Club, I thank and congratulate you for your support and patronage 
which has turned things around.

Their foresight and the continued help of the coaches, volunteers and supporters/
sponsors helps to see this Academy go from strength to strength. Thanks to Ted Lean, the Juniors 
are kept up to date and noticed by Zone selectors, and to both Ted and Stuart who continue the 
Junior’s development.
